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DEAR POST-GRADUATE STUDENT of THE FACULTY of TECHNOLOGY
The University of Vaasa is developing its post-graduate education! It has been reorganized, and since August 1st 2011, post-graduate education has been managed by the Graduate School of the University of Vaasa, joint to all faculties of the university. The aim of the graduate school is to improve all post-graduates’ access to a high-level scientific education. The development work will be concentrated on making post-graduate education more systematic, and attention will especially be paid on the quality of education and research, and the progress of post-graduates’ studies. The graduate school has five doctoral programmes, and by the end of the transition period (by the end of 2011), all current post-graduates of the university must be assigned to a doctoral programme.

The Graduate School of the University of Vaasa offers post-graduate courses and seminars (formerly Doctoral Forum). Also, post-graduates' research will be more closely connected to the research groups of the university. The graduate school will make dissertation grants available yearly and create 2-year graduate student posts. All post-graduates in the graduate school must have a supervisor and the progress of their studies and research will be regularly followed. 

Doctoral Programmes of the Faculty of Technology
Both doctoral programmes of the Faculty of Technology, the Doctoral Programme in Computational Sciences and the Doctoral Programme in Technology and Development, include post-graduate degrees in technology and economics.

The Doctoral Programme in Computational Sciences is mostly focused on basic research. The programme is oriented towards developing new methods and tools and their applications. It offers technical and scientific know-how, and methodical and computational basis to solve problems and challenges uncovered by technological sciences, and basis to model economic, among other, phenomena mathematically and statistically, using demanding computational methods. The focus areas are energy technology and developing and applying knowledge of basic research and computational methods. The Head of Programme is Professor Seppo Hassi.

The Doctoral Programme in Technology and Development is mostly focused on applied research. Characteristic for the programme is applying acknowledged methods and tools to develop new solutions to research problems in technology and economics. The programme is decidedly interdisciplinary, and consists of all development of technology from new technical innovations and solutions to product development. Additionally, the programme covers the entire chain of operation of industrial production, where applicable. The Head of Programme is Professor Kimmo Kauhaniemi.
Post-graduates are enrolled in the programmes based on their previous degree and area of 
research.

How to Become a Student in the Graduate School/Doctoral Programmes
After receiving this letter/by the end of 2011, you must contact your doctoral supervisor. All students of the graduate school must have a yearly updated study plan and an up-to-date research plan. Arrange a time and a place, which best suit you, for reviewing your study and research plans with your supervisor. Forms for the plans can be downloaded at www.uwasa.fi/graduateschool. NB! Being enrolled as a student in the graduate school and a doctoral programme does not mean any change to the degree requirements given in the study guides for post-graduates.
After your meeting, your supervisor forwards the updated study plan to the administration and you are enrolled in the doctoral programme in question and in the student and study data system Oodi. All students accepted to a doctoral programme are enrolled in the Graduate School of the University of Vaasa, and they receive information on the courses, seminars, grants etc. of the school.
If you do not know who to turn to
If your post-graduate plans have changed, or your connection with your supervisor has been broken, contact the professor or head of unit of your study subject. You can also turn to your unit’s Coordinator of International Education, Mr Sami Ilomäki. This is your chance to set your post-graduate studies in motion!
